The Engagement:  The engagement is the act of crossing weapons with an adversary.  Use as a THRUST in the offense, and as a PARRY in the defense (see illustration).  There are four engagements, which basically follow a “C” pattern and are named as follows:

- In prime:  when the engagement is the low inside line (aim low and to the right)

- In seconde:  when the engagement is the low outside line (aim low and to the left)

- In tierce:  when the engagement is the high outside line (aim high and to the left)

- In quarte:  when the engagement is the high inside line (aim high and to the right)
The Movements:  

- Passe:  Move your right foot in front of the left, and then left in front of the right to advance (the feet passé each other)
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- Appel:  An appel is the act of striking the ground with the left foot when at guard; it should be a very rapid motion.  Its object is to disconcert the antagonist by the noise, and to withdraw his attention from his defense.  You can include an appropriate insult such as “I stomp my foot at you, spawn of the devil’s bowels!”
- Leap to the rear:  Maintain the guard stance but hop backwards away from the fight.
